Mathematics. Science iIs not included

« Coaching not required but old Transfer Test papers

(without the Science) and past AQE papers (available on the
AQE website) can serve as practice papers
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Common Entrance Assessment

« 3 papers - Best two papers count

e First Assessment : 20 November 2021
Second Assessment : 27 November 2021
Third Assessment: 4 December 2021



Taking the Test

e Tests held in Grammar Schools
« Not Primary Schools

« Nominate chosen school to sit assessment when
registering — NB: AQE allocates assessment
places on a first come first served basis

e Informed in advance of venue

« No bearing on eventual Post-Primary school
« Familiarisation by school arranged In
October
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Marking

By different markers
